HOOK
Start the conversation by saying…

ENGAGE
Go deeper with this…

• After the resurrection, Jesus’ authority was 
confirmed.

• Being a disciple is a lifestyle, not just a title. 
It means we strive to align our will with 
God’s. It means we submit our lives and 
purposes to Him.

• Because of His great love for all, the call to 
make disciples extends to all nations. 

• In Christ, we are given the privilege and 
blessing to join Him in His purpose of 
making His name known to all the world. 

• Even better, He promises He will always be 
with us.
